Why fill out such a detailed form? 

We work for the rescue animals in need. It is our duty to ensure that they get the best home possible for them, so that they do not end up back in the rescue system or at a local SPCA because they weren’t matched up properly.  
Why an adoption fee? 

We ask for an adoption fee so the pet holds value to you, and to show us that you can afford to keep a pet in proper care. We also provide veterinary care for our intakes (check-ups, emergencies, treatment for illness including medications, lab tests if needed, imaging if needed, etc.). As I’m sure you’re aware, veterinary costs are not cheap, and we work hard at fundraising and rely on donations from our volunteers to cover these costs. We provide food to the foster homes, as well as toys and supplies, and veterinary care for the foster animals when in foster care also. Your adoption fee helps us to continue helping animals in need and providing them with their forever home, health and happiness!
